2.  Briefly press both the UP and DOWN function switches at the same time, to put the instrument in “monitor” mode. The top line of the display will read “****MONITOR****”.





3.  The bottom line of the display should read “C-12345 I+54321”. The numbers can be any value between 0 and 32000, with either “+” or”-“. If the bottom line of the display is something different, press the up function key repeatedly until you get the proper display message.
